In addition to its own groundbreaking, portable 
music festival, Forward Festival, Sybarite5 has appeared at festivals including 
Ravinia, Caramoor, Wolf Trap, Grand Teton, Aspen, Interlochen, Chautauqua, 
and many others. International appearances include Canada’s Tuckamore Music 
Festival, the New Docta International Music Festival in Cordoba, Argentina, and 
the Osaka Festa in Osaka, Japan.

Committed to community engagement and educational activities, Sybarite5 
works with more than 5,000 students annually and is known for its engaging 
corporate presentations in entrepreneurship and communication.
